During
Key Informant Interviews it was noted that the parents feel proud
because their daughters got scholarships due to their jobs. This brought
a positive change in how they feel about their profession.




Relevance

The Saarthi Abhiyaan project significantly addressed
the educational needs of girls from the trucking
community. It promotes gender equality.

Effectiveness is indicated by the transition to a digital
application process and 100% respondent mentioned
that the scholarship motivated them to improve their
academic performance.

Efficiency is indicated by easy application and
document submission, with 87% of respondents
finding the process very user-friendly.
